Give us some of your ideas Summary
· Start simple, minimal maintenance.  Don’t fall into the trap of “build it and they will come”.  Get people interested in coming first, then build the features that the users demand.  Activity first, toys next.
· Absolutely keep it simple but well thought out in Phases.
· Create a more narrative space with statuary and interpretive elements (esp. re:  Queen Alexandra)
· A Paris-type neoclassical mood
· The park should become both recreation and education
· Focus on encouraging people to use this space for picnics, outdoor studying (students), a small water feature, new playground equipment.
· Tipton “Botanic” gardens – lots of flowers
· A sanctuary – peaceful – paths – flowers – water – benches to sit and read etc.
· Keep audio & acoustics in mind to buffer sound of traffic (109 St) with strong landscaping design; peace & quiet
· Would help with a composter (Helen)
· A river and hills, peaceful & quiet; garden and benches; some trees
· Accessibility – universal design 
· Natural Features – allow for resting, observing / learning and sanctuary for wild animals.
· Small stage area for performances – see Deep Cove, North Vancouver.  I see a small band shell under used in the Legislative grounds.  So not sure if needed.
· I work near Paul Kane and really enjoy it as an oasis from my work day.
· We are so fortunate to have a green space to even discuss.
· Keep it simple …less is more.
· Community garden
· Secure bicycle parking area for those cycling to Whyte Ave to shop (perhaps this will encourage people to cycle to Whyte Ave).
· A water feature (but not a spray park/pool) would be lovely
· A non-denominational centre (i.e. a modest building) for meditation, Tai Chi, Yoga for students and office workers to stop in before and after work or larger gazebo.
· Benches for older people to sit on, rest, and chat.
· A creek with “running” flowing water
· Summer program for kids (with staff)
· QACL park is kid-focused yet adult friendly (adult features).  Tipton could be adult-focused yet kid friendly (kid features).
· The west side of the park should have an attractive feature so people walking or driving / bicycling along 109th are drawn into the park.
· Please work around the trees – don’t cut any down!
· MORE POLICE DRIVE BYS – EPS – late evening early a.m.
· Daycare on Whyte would like a H2O park as they come every day.
· Victorian garden, fountain, sculpture(s).
· I think Tipton Park is a wonderful oasis of green & ‘peace’ in a very busy area off Whyte.  With other close-by parks focused on child activities, it’s wonderful to discover respite of this area.  Focus for adults with things, but not state of the art, for kids.  Let them run around & enjoy real things & provide space for reflection. 
· 12 month plan 

· Hills for winter (sliding) – skating pond

· Water for summer (Paul Kane Park)

· Gazebo

· Community Garden

· A picnic area – tables etc. 

· It would be nice to have a more “natural” park, with hills and a river (like Paul Kane Park), with benches and trees; a quiet spot where people can relax and think.  I think that such a park would be especially important in such a busy neighbourhood as this.  A sculpture or two would be wonderful as well (a sculpture that is not abstract would probably fit in better).

· Multi use park:

· Room for pick up soccer (small), quiet sitting area, picnic tables, small water feature, play structure multi age with monkey bars or something similar, keep trees for shade, fewer bushes for visibility, hill for sledding.

· Place for students to study, relax, meet friends, play (Frisbee, volleyball).

· Place for apartment residents to enjoy their “backyard”.

· Place for families in apts & houses to come with young kids – what will draw the young families?

· Bring back the merry-go-round!

· Heritage-styled new playground equipment.

· Consider contacting other cities where different populations are using the same park at different times & where neighbourhood security is a concern.
· Community garden space?

· A more natural looking space as the colorful spray deck is already available. (more tranquil than colorful) 

·  A “pondless creek” – shallow running water that isn’t standing water.

· Not as much shrubs to open park up and deter naughty stuff – more canopy – larger trees.

· Who were (are?) the Tipton’s?  (there is info on the plaque on the Tipton Block on south side of Whyte between 103 & 104 Sts)

· Although this demographic might not warrant a kid focused spray park, I feel a smaller kid park with picnic themed fire pits and BBQ, with an upgraded play park would be great for bringing grandkids over for fun with older relatives in a nice park atmosphere.  Picnic Tables!

· Looking to the future, a kid friendly park could promote young families to move into the area.

· Can we get people of all ages to play games here again – baseball, etc.
